THE GREAT VIGIL OF EASTER 
 

THE LIGHTING OF THE NEW FIRE AND PASCHAL CANDLE 
 

The Clergy and People gather outside - The Celebrant says

 
Dear Friends in Christ, On this most holy night, in which our Lord Jesus passed over from death to life, the Church 

invites her members, dispersed throughout  the world, to gather in vigil and prayer.  For this is the Passover of the 

Lord, in which, by hearing his Word and celebrating his Sacraments, we share in his victory over death. 

The New Fire is kindled and sanctified with this prayer. 

O God, through your Son you have bestowed upon your people the brightness of your light; sanctify this new fire, and 

grant that in this Paschal feast we may so burn with heavenly desires, that with pure minds we may attain to the 

festival of everlasting light; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Paschal Candle is inscribed. The Cross, A and Ω, and the year is traced. 

Celebrant   Christ yesterday and today, the beginning and the end, Alpha, and Omega, all time belongs to him and all 

ages, to him be glory and power, through every age for ever. Amen. 

[1] By his holy [2] and glorious wounds [3] may Christ our Lord [4] guard us [5] and keep us. Amen 

The Paschal Candle is now lit from the New Fire. 

Celebrant    May the light of Christ, rising in glory, dispel the darkness of our hearts and minds. 

 

THE PROCESSION OF THE PASCHAL CANDLE 
 

The People light their candles from the Paschal Candle.   
 

The Paschal Candle leads the procession, entering the church.     

 
Three pauses are made and each time “The Light of Christ” is chanted; the people sing the response.

People    Thanks be to God! 

 

EXSULTET 

THE PASCHAL PROCLAMATION 

 
The Pascal Candle is placed in its stand and censed.  Then the Exsultet is chanted by Cantor.

Rejoice now, heavenly hosts and choirs of angels, and let your trumpets shout Salvation for the victory of our mighty 

King. Rejoice and sing now, all the round earth, bright with a glorious splendor, for darkness has been vanquished by 

our eternal King. Rejoice and be glad now, Mother Church, and let your holy courts, in radiant light, resound with the 

praises of your people. It is truly right and good, always and everywhere, with our whole heart and mind and voice, to 

praise you, the invisible, almighty, and eternal God, and your only-begotten Son, Jesus Christ our Lord; for he is the 

true Paschal Lamb, who at the feast of the Passover paid for us the debt of Adam's sin, and by his blood delivered your 

faithful people. This is the night, when you brought our fathers, the children of Israel, out of bondage in Egypt, and led 

them through the Red Sea on dry land. This is the night, when all who believe in Christ are delivered from the gloom 
of sin, and are restored to grace and holiness of life. This is the night, when Christ broke the bonds of death and 

hell, and rose victorious from the grave. Holy Father, accept our evening sacrifice, the offering of this candle in your 

honor. May it shine continually to drive away all darkness. May Christ, the Morning Star who knows no setting, find it 

ever burning--he who gives his light to all creation, and who lives and reigns for ever and ever. Amen. 



THE BIBLICAL VIGIL – LITURGY OF THE WORD 

 
BEING READ IN THE DARK  

 

Let us hear the record of God’s saving deeds in history, how he saved his people in ages past; and let us pray that our 

God will bring each of us to the fullness of redemption. 

 

I. THE STORY OF CREATION—BASED ON GENESIS 1:1-2:2 

In which God calls all creation into being and makes us in the divine image. 

O God, who wonderfully created, and yet more wonderfully restored, the dignity of human nature: Grant that we 

may share the divine life of him who humbled himself to share our humanity, your Son Jesus Christ our Lord. 

Amen. 

II. ISRAEL’S DELIVERANCE AT THE RED SEA—BASED ON EXODUS 14:10-15:20-21 

In which the Children of Israel are delivered from the bondage of slavery 

through the waters of death into newness of life. 

God, whose wonderful deeds of old shine forth even to our own day, you once delivered by the power of your 

mighty arm your chosen people from slavery under Pharaoh, to be a sign for us of the salvation of all nations by the 

water of Baptism: Grant that all the peoples of the earth may be numbered among the offspring of Abraham, and 

rejoice in the inheritance of Israel; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen  

 

III. GOD WILL GIVE US A NEW HEART AND A NEW SPRIT—EZEKIEL 36:24-28 

God of unchangeable power and eternal light: Look favorably on your whole Church, that wonderful and sacred 

mystery; by the effectual working of your providence, carry out in tranquility the plan of salvation; let the whole 

world know that things which were cast down are being raised up, and things that had grown old are being made 

new, and that all things are being brought to their perfection by him through whom all things were made, your Son 

Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

A Reading from the Paul’s Letter  to the Romans (6:3-11)                                                                  Read in Spanish 

Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? Therefore we 

have been buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the 

Father, so we too might walk in newness of life. For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we will 

certainly be united with him in a resurrection like his. We know that our old self was crucified with him so that the 

body of sin might be destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For whoever has died is freed from sin. But 

if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. We know that Christ, being raised from the 

dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him. The death he died, he died to sin, once for all; but 

the life he lives, he lives to God. So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.

Celebrant   Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in Christ? 

People        I will, with God’s help.  

Celebrant   Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as yourself? 

People        I will, with God’s help.  

Celebrant  Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and respect the dignity of every human  being? 

People        I will, with God’s help.
